Iôm in a reflective mood as I write to you, a week before Christmas, 
considering the year that is to come. Iôd thought of making this letter, 
as I sometimes do, a look ahead to highlights of the coming month, or 
a look to the past, thinking of all that the previous weeks brought to us. 
But my thoughts right now are about books and reading. 

As you know, I am a voracious reader. My bedside table, bookshelves, 
Kindle and Audible are all stacked with backlogs of books to read, and 
books being read, and books already read. One look in my study at 
church would tip you off! Some books I devour, others I savor. 

Right now, my reading interests have turned to the natural world. Iôm 
reading and savoring Robin Wall Kimmererôs book, Braiding 

Sweetgrass, and anticipating receiving two books for my birthday (donôt buy them for me! Iôve 
put my order in with Bob and with my best friend!): Finding the Mother Tree, by Suzanne 
Simard, and The Overstory, a novel by Richard Powers. These books, along with God, by Reza 
Aslan, are informing my theological thinking and my preaching. Like hundreds of books 
before them, they connect with my imagination, spirit, and my own life experiences, while 
connecting me with ideas and experiences I would not otherwise know. Theologian Garrett 
Green suggests that our imagination is where our Creator meets us. Not that God is imaginary, 
but that God, through our imagination, helps us see what we otherwise would not or could not. 

You may be wondering what this has to do with the church in this year of our Lord 2022. I 
guess it has to do with how we are imagining our future. For me, that future looks 
interconnected and generous ï a future in which we invite God to spark our imaginations to see 
the church (not just our congregation, but the whole people of God) in new ways; a future in 
which we imagine a flourishing future for our selves, our community, and our world, to the 
glory of God. 

As 2021 ends and a new year begins, letôs imagine together what a flourishing future looks 
like! Check out this newsletter for upcoming events, and give thanks with me for the power of 
imagination, to imagine the flourishing future God holds for us.
